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GENERAL AGREEMENT
for cooperation between
Russian State University for the Humanities
(The Russian Federation, Moscow)
and
Samarkand State University

(Uzbekistan, Samarkand)

Russian State University for the Humanities (“RSUH”) in the name of Rector Prof. Dr.
Alexander Bezborodov, and Samarkand State University (“SamSU”), in the name of Rector Prof.
Rustam Khalmuradov, further called the Parties, for the purpose of further development of

mutual cooperation agreed on the following.

Article 1
The purpose of this Agreement is to promote the mutual cooperation between the Parties
in the field of the humanities. This Agreement shall not impose any financial obligation on the
Parties. If there is a need to incur financial obligations in connection with the implementation of
cooperation in the areas specified in Article 2 of this Framework agreement, the relevant

relations will be settled in separate agreements between the Parties and (or) third parties.

Article 2

Depending on resources being made available and the interests of both Parties, the Parties

wish to work together to pursue:
e joint research activities and international double Master’s programs;
e joint organization and participation in seminars, courses, workshops and other
academic meetings on matters of mutual benefit;
e academic mobility (of faculty members, students, graduates, postgraduates, etc);
e organization of summer and winter schools;

e exchange of publications and other teaching materials.



Article 3
Both Parties agree to develop the activities in Article 2 and contribute equally to the
success of the activities referred to in Article 2. The type, scope and manner of implementation
of the respective fields of cooperation in Article 2 will be further specified in any separate

agreements.

Article 4
The Parties will promote an establishment of direct contacts and work together jointly to

obtain funding opportunities for the fields mentioned in Article 2.

Article §

This Agreement shall commence from the date of signature by both Parties and shall
remain in effect for the duration of five (5) years. At the end of the five-year period, the
Agreement may be automatically renewed each time for another five-year term as mutually
agreed by both Parties.

This Agreement may be terminated by either Party by written notice at least six (6)
months in advance to the other Party, whereas both Parties guarantee the completion of all the
implemented programs and projects.

This agreement has been drawn up in four original copies (two in English and two in

Russian) with equal validity for both Parties.
