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AGREEMENT
on collaboration in the field of scientific researchand training within an
Uzbek-German Project
between

the State University of Samarkand (refered to hereafter as “the University”) under the
Rector, Prof. Dr. Rustam Ibragimovich Khalmuradov and the director of the Eurasia

Department of the German Archaeological Institute(refered to hereafter as “the

Institute””) under Prof. Dr. Dr. h. c. Svend Hansen, refered to hereafter as “the

Parties”, agree upon the following;:

1. Subject of the Agreement

Paying attention to the importance of the archaeological discoveries for the study
of the ancientcenters of civilizations in Central Asia, the current Chair of Archaeology
of the University and the German Archaeological Institute, the Parties have the
common interest to carry out collaborative archaeological research on the basis of the
grant N°LU2146/3-1from the “Deutsche Forschunggemeinschaft”, Bonn.

The program of the collaboration includes joint archaeological surveys and
excavations in the Zerafshan valley on the subject “Mobility, ExchangeNetworks and
Technological Transfers in southern central Asia during the Bronze Age”. The “Uzbek-
European Archaeological Expedition” is established for the implementation of these
research for a period of 3 (three) years (2018-2020), which will include roughly 10
participants (from both sides) of scientific personnel and project staff. The fieldwork
is planned for two months — in spring and in autumn.

2. Directions of the collaboration

2k The research activity will be carried out on the basis of a common interest
with equal benefit for both Parties;

22 The archaeological material recovered through the expedition, according
to the regulations of the international collaboration will remain in Republic of
Uzbekistan;

2.3, The program of the collaborative research includes the implementation of
analyses in research laboratory of samples of archaeological, skeletal,
archaeozoological and environmental materials in accordance with the
regulation of the Republic of Uzbekistan;

2.4, The collaborative project includes the strengthening of exchange of
experienceon the study of the cultural heritage of the prehistory of Uzbekistan,
and the organization of training for the young specialists in innovative research
methodologies;

2.5. Every of the Parties receive e the complete scientific documentation related
to the project.

2.6. A conference presenting the results of the archaeological research will be
organized at the end of every year.



3. Obligations of the Parties
Within the structure of the “Uzbek-European Archaeological Expedition”:
il the University agrees to:

a) Handle all formal/legal matters related to the arrival and stay in Uzbekistan
of the participants of the collaborative expedition;

b) Provide assistance with ensuring appropriate visa documentation for the
foreign specialists for the arrival and stay in the Republic of Uzbekistan
during the period of the collaborative work;

¢) Handle the organization of the accommodation for the members of the
expedition during the period of the archaeological research;

d) Provide thenecessary equipment for the excavations and the processmg of
the archaeological material during the expedition;

e) Provide a storage space to house archaeological materials and a workspace
for thescientific team of the expedition;

3.2 The German side provides finance for the collaborative work in the
following way: :

a) Pay for the travel of specialists from Europe as far as the location of the
archaeological works;

b) Pay for transportation, maintenance and the work of the diverse specialists
with the degree of Ph.D, and pay for laborers and staff for the excavation
included in the fieldwork;

c) Pay for the Ilaboratory analyses of archaeological, skeletal,
archaeozoological and environmental materials collected during the
expedition;

d) Pay annually for the necessary expenses for the purchase of equipment for
the implementation of the collaborative expedition;

e) Conduct the field documentation;

f) To the extent practicable and depending on the availability of funds, organize
research visits and training courses of students, masters and collaborators of
the University in research centers Germany and France.

4. Intellectual property

Within the presentAgreement, the Parties agree to respect the rights of intellectual

property, including;:

4.1. The Parties agree to keep the confidentiality of all information obtained
in result of the scientific work and not to divulge them without the preliminary
agreement in writing of the representative of the other Party;

4.2 Both Parties need to follow the rules and legal documents related to
their countries, concerning the defense of the rights of the publishers and
authors; :

4.3. In the absence of any special Agreement, the scientific results recovered
through the expedition belong to both Parties;

4.4. The results of all studies and analyses will be jointly published.



S. Coordination of the project

The coordination of the present Agreement will be conducted by:

- from the Uzbek side — Prof. at the Chair of Archaeology of the faculty of History
of the University, Dr. AvanesovaNona Armaisovna, as the discover of the
Bronze Age sites of the Zerafshan valley;

- from the German side— Dr. LuneauElise.

6. Period of effect of the Agreement

0.1. The present Agreement shall come into force from the date of its signing
and is valid until December 3 1, 2020

6.2. Before the deadline, it will be imperative to notify in writing the other
Party not later than a month before the termination;

6.3. At the end of each calendar year, the presentAgreement will be
automatically renewedfor another term, if one of the Parties does not intend to
terminate the present Agreement;

6.4. If one of the Parties wishes to terminate the present Agreement, the Party
wishing to terminate the Agreement shall notify the other Party in writing, not
later than a month before the termination;

65 All modifications of the present Agreement will be possible with a
notification in writing and the signature of both Parties.

The present Agreement is written in two languages (English and Russian) in 4

(four) originals, with two copies for each Party. All texts are identical and
carrythe same legal rights. '
